We have enclosed a booklet offering ideas on how a learning partner can engage younger chil-
dren in values-based activities. It includes different approaches for exploring values creatively and
with fun. You can take an active role simply by talking with your child for some part of every
day about what happened in class — especially, what was most important personally.

By
doing this, you are joining hundreds of thousands of other learning partners globally in this
extremely important work.
